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During 2022 U.S. Africa Leaders Summit the Biden administration announced an
initiative to empower African institutions and people. Now with a $80 million Young
African Leaders Initiative Legacy Localization (YALI LL) award from USAID, Arizona
State University is assembling a coalition to empower Africa’s youth with the tools,
education and network to succeed.

Partners of this coalition include African Diaspora Network, FHI 360 Geeks Without
Frontiers, N50 and CoELIB at Egerton University in Kenya. An African team of experts
will implement day-to-day activities across 49 countries in sub-Saharan Africa,
operating from four hubs based in Nairobi, Kenya; Dakar, Senegal; Accra, Ghana; and

Pretoria, South Africa.
